Programming UP & DN Limits:

SET LIMITS: Hold the STOP button on the key fob (approximately 10-seconds)
* Programming mode will be activated (Follow voice prompts)
15t LIMIT: Move lift to the 15t position & press STOP button (1% limit is set)
